Fences exceeding six feet in height require a separate permit from the City/County Building Department. A fence constructed on a corner 
lot that extends past the rear of the house along the side yard or abuts an alley requires approval from the City Engineer (Section 5-5-5B 
of the Grand Junction Zoning and Development Code). 

The owner/applicant must correctly identify all property lines, easements, and rights-of-way and ensure the fence is located within the  
property's boundaries. Covenants, conditions, restrictions, easements and/or rights-of-way may restrict or prohibit the placement of 
fence(s). The owner/applicant is responsible for compliance with covenants, conditions, and restrictions which may apply. Fences built 
in easements may be subject to removal at the property owner's sole and absolute expense. Any modification of design and/or material 
as approved in this fence permit must be approved, in writing, by the Community Development Department Director. 

I hereby acknowledge that I have read this application and the information and plot plan are correct; I agree to comply with any and all 
codes, ordinances, laws, regulations, or restrictions which apply.

welfare of the users of rights-of-way (i.e. traffic control devices, street signs, public notices, 
utility poles and lines, etc.), or to those street banners authorized under Section 5-7-7B.2.b. 

B. No part of any right-of-way shall be used for the storage, display or sale of goods and 
merchandise without the prior approval of the City Council. 

C. Commercial vehicles parked in a public right-of-way which abuts residentially zoned areas 
shall not exceed 1-1/2 tons rated carrying capacity. 

5-3-2 SIGHT DISTANCE REQUIREMENTS - In order to minimize the traffic hazards at 
intersections, the following regulations shall apply: 

A. 	No wall, fence, shrub, plant or any other object shall be erected, maintained, or grown to a 
height exceeding thirty inches (30") above grade in the triangular area(s) as shown in Figure 
F5-3-2.
