The 30 mile trail from the top of the Grand Mesa down to the Town of Palisade does cross property owned by the City of Grand Junction.  Project organizers have worked with the current lease holders to establish a route which minimizes the impacts on their operations.  The route is expected to be in use July through October.
Trent Prall talked with the Board about the Monument Road / Lunch Loop trail connector.  There are 4 meetings the week of March 6 designed to gather input from the community.
