This CONTRACT made and entered into this 12 day of April, 2017 by and between
Grand Junction, Colorado, a government entity in the County of Mesa, State of Colorado,
hereinafter in the Contract Documents referred to as the "Owner” and Western States
Reclamation, Inc. hereinafter in the Contract Documents referred to as the “Contractor.”

WSRI utilized the skilled operating experience of Aaron Brack, Vaughn Criiz, and Tyler Amen
in a CAT 320 excavator with a hydraulic thumb to perform all earth moving, bedding placeinent,
riprap placement, and boulder placement on this project. On this project we also utitized a 624K
John Deete Loader operated by Mike Harris, Mike Klaussen, Dustin Burchfield, & Dale Seyler.

WSRI excavated and protected approximately 400 If of bank on the Poudre River near LaPotte,
CO.
