Utilities Asset Manager

Class specifications are intended to present a descriptive list of the range of duties performed by employees in the class.  Specifications are not intended to reflect all duties performed within the job.
DEFINITION
Plan, coordinate, and manage the activities and operations of the Utilities Department Asset Management Program; manage asset inventories, maintenance records, and condition assessments; work with water and wastewater staff to continuously improve preventative maintenance programs and identify projects for capital improvement programs; monitors performance metrics; directs and oversees planning-level studies; develops business case analyses; and assists with forecasting resource requirements for use in developing utility rate models.  Develops/coordinates the long-range water and wastewater infrastructure replacement/rehabilitation program using industry maintenance strategies, risk/criticality prioritization, and Level of Service (LOS) goals to minimize total life-cycle cost.
SUPERVISION RECEIVED AND EXERCISED
Receives direction from Utilities Director.
PRIMARY DUTIES--The following are examples of primary duties assigned to positions in this classification.  Other related duties and responsibilities may be assigned.
1. Plan, coordinate, and manage the activities and operations of the utilities asset management program; maintain utility asset inventories for water and wastewater infrastructure including water supply reservoirs, water supply and distribution pipelines, water treatment plants, wastewater collection system, and wastewater treatment plant.
2. Maintain enterprise asset management software; analyze program data; recognize issues and trends; identify options, consequences, and develop conclusions and recommendations to improve infrastructure condition and reliability.
3. Develop asset management performance goals, measure progress, and develop reports to track progress.
4. Facilitate the development and updating of the 10-year capital improvement program for water and wastewater infrastructure.
5. Participate in asset management planning including life cycle cost management, capital improvement planning, long-range master planning, Utility inputs to Comprehensive Plan, and hydraulic/water supply modeling.
6. Coordinate with engineering to maintain Utility infrastructure standards.
7. Perform engineering studies for assigned projects; coordinate start up meetings; perform calculations and modeling; prepare conceptual plans of infrastructure improvements; coordinate departments and jurisdictions involved in projects; prepare budgetary cost estimates.
8. Participate in the selection of consultant engineers for various studies and condition assessments; determine scope of work; participate in the preparation of Requests for Proposals and Requests for Qualifications; advertise for bids; participate in the review of proposals and bids; participate in award of contract.
9. Coordinate reviews by other City departments and outside agencies; obtain permits and authorizations from appropriate jurisdictional agencies; verify compliance with City standards and practices.
10. Coordinate with engineering and operations staff through project design, construction, and commissioning phases to ensure appropriate turnover of new assets and maintenance management to Utility Department.
11. Perform other duties of a similar nature or level.

Use Computerized Maintenance Management Software (CMMS), GIS and Utility Enterprise Asset Management software applications proficiently.
Work collaboratively with operations, maintenance, engineering, and administrative management staff.
Work effectively with contractors, consultants, and the general public.

Prepare clear and concise technical reports.

Analyze problems, identify alternative solutions, and prepare business case analyses in support of long-range maintenance programs and capital improvement plans.  
Prepare, review, understand, interpret, and analyze engineering plans, specifications, drawings, and technical engineering reports for conformance to standards, function, economics, completeness, and constructability.

Prepare, monitor, and administer project budgets.

Respond to requests and inquiries from the general public and City employees.

Establish and maintain accurate records, logs, and files.

Interpret and apply Federal, State and local policies, laws and regulations.

Operate and use modern office equipment including computer and various software applications including Computerized Maintenance Management Software (CMMS) and enterprise asset management systems.

Communicate clearly and concisely, both orally and in writing.

Establish and maintain effective working relationships with those contacted in the course of work.

Minimum Requirements:

Experience:

Four (4) years of increasingly responsible experience in the maintenance and rehabilitation/replacement of water supply, water and wastewater treatment, and sewer collection/water distribution systems. 

Training:

Bachelor’s degree from an accredited college or university with major course work in civil engineering or a related field.  
Other combinations of experience and education that meet the minimum requirements may be substituted.

License or Certificate
Possession of, or ability to obtain, a valid Colorado driver’s license.

Certified Maintenance & Reliability Technician (CMRT) or Certified Reliability Leader (CRL), preferred.

Possession of, or ability to obtain, registration as a Professional Engineer in the State of Colorado within 1 year of employment.

WORKING CONDITIONS
Environmental Conditions:

Physical Conditions:

The job is characterized by:

	Light Work:  Exerting up to 20 pounds of force occasionally, and/or up to 10 pounds of force frequently, and/or a negligible amount of force constantly to move objects.  If the use of arm and/or leg controls requires exertion of forces greater than that for Sedentary Work and the worker sits most of the time, the job is rated for Light Work.


The following physical activities are very or extremely important in accomplishing the job’s purpose and are performed on a daily basis:
While performing the duties of this job, the employee is required to walk, stand, sit, kneel, squat, stoop, see, hear, speak, demonstrate manual dexterity and perform light lifting.
