Written approval from the ORE is re40ired before 
application can be Made ter a Pfiding, woll or fence permit; and 
before construction of landscaping is commenced. 

3. The southeast vialt for the principal buildings on Lots 26 
through 34 shall be set a distance of 4 feet from the respective 
southeast property lines. The principal buildings shall include ot 
least 50 lineal feet of building wall along these southeasterly 
building setback lines. 

4. Lots 26 through 34 - Stucco pH. at lent 5 feet in height, 
will be constructed from the southeast corner of the principal 
building, 4 feet from the southeasterly property fine. to the front 
Multi-purpose Easement Line. Stucco wain 6 feet in height will be 
cone... from the northeast corner of the principal building, 4 
feet Horn the southeasterly property The, to the rear property line. 
The wall will step 000n to 4 feet M height withir four feet of the 
pot property line. A stucco wall is permitted along the rear 
(northerly) property line that is no more than 4 feet in height. A 
ga. or opening in the reor wall no wilder than 5 feet is permitted. 

5. The Drainage Easements along the south end of Filing No. 6 
that adjoins Shadow Rock Court antl Lots 1, 2 s. 3 Tholl be 
kept in its natural condition. No building. wog fence or other 
structure shall be permitted to be plac. ony c.ser than 10 feet 
from the natural honks of this Drainage Easement. Retoining wails 
and driveway culverts along the note. banks ore permitted o, 
show. Additional retaining walls along the Draining Easernent 
Boundary are permitted if approved by the DRO 

6. No individual. free 5.101, mail boxes or newspaper boxes are 
permitted. All lots will use "cluster mail nexce to he provided by 
the LIES Postal Service. 

7. Refer to the recorded Plot for The Seasons at r1 OM Radf, Filing 
No. 6 for oll bearings and distances. Where rAfferences exist 
between this Site Plan and the Plat, the Plat controls. 

8. Building heights ore measured from the building corner with the 
highest natural grade to the top of the highest ridge line or top 
of the highest parapet. See the Master Covenants for additional 
requirements. 

9. No buildings, structures. walls or .ences shall be built within the 
Multi-purpose Easement nor within any Sight Easement. 

10. Engineered foundations will be required for any Lot in Filing 6. 

11. Planning Cleo.. for building permits will rTheire individual lot 
drainage and storm water management pions. To the extend 
practical, drainage Intl not Sr permitted onto adjoining lots. but 
instead should be diveried to defined drainage ore. or streets. 
Typical lot drainage to include swales between bu.ing envelopes to 
divert runoff from adjacent lots oway from building envelopes. 
Proofs fences. landscoping. etc. shall not inhibit runoff from higher 
lots onto lower lots. Atte. construction has commenced on arry 
lot, owners will Se responsible for controlling runoff and treatment 
of o.iment I.dings pr.. discharge to the street, other lot, or 
any other off lot drairiage ways including silt fences as may be 
necessary (refer to Sheet 17, Storm Water Management Plan). 

11 Driveway cuts along vortical curb and gutter for Lots 10 and 
Lot 11 robe constructed by respective home owners of each lot 
when location of driveway is Eno.
