Dear Colony Park Home Owner’s Association:

The City has received your request for the HOA to replace a fence that was removed from City
right-of-way as part of the City Ranchman’s Ditch Project. The fence was permitted as part of a
revocable permit granted by Resolution 57-91 dated September 4, 1991. This letter confirms
that the work necessary for the City project has been completed and that the Colony Park Home
Owner's Association is hereby permitted to replace the fence once a new fence permit has been
obtained. A fence permit is enclosed and when completed should be returned to the Planning
Division in City Hall, 250 N. 5" Street.

Bret Guillory, Utility Engineer provides the following conditions for placement of the fence
(changes to the conditions in the adopted resolution are underlined):

The location of the fence shall be oriented in an east - west alignment 10 feet north of the
northerly wall of the existing structures (addresses 2655 & 2656 Cider Mill Road) allowing a
longitudinal clear distance of 10 feet from the 10" GVIC pressurized irrigation delivery line. The
irrigation line is to be located in the field prior to construction of a fence to insure that 10 feet
clear distance from the irrigation line is maintained for the length of the fence; Prior to
installation of said fence, the petitioner shall obtain a Fence Permit, and install said fence in
accordance with the regulations and requirements as set forth in Section 4.1.J of the Zoning
and Development Code of the City of Grand Junction; The fence and landscape improvements
shall not be installed in a manner which will limit sight distance or create any other hazardous
situation or dangerous condition for vehicular or pedestrian traffic; Any landscape installed shall
provide for a clear access lane 20 feet in width centered along the 10" pressurized irrigation
line;
