AN ORDINANCE VACATING AN ALLEY IN MILLDALE SUBDIVISION IN THE CITY
OF GRAND JUNCTION, COLORADO

WHEREAS, the vacation thereof would not result in any hardship to the City of
Grand Junction or the inhabitants thereof and would be beneficial to the interest of the
public;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF GRAND JUNCTION, COLORADO:

That the alleyway hereinafter described be, and the same is hereby, vacated.

The 15 foot alley shown in the Plat of Milldale Subdivision in Grand Junction,
Mesa County, Colorado, situated immediately West of Lot 1, Block 5 in Milldale
Subdivision, and extending from the north line of First Avenue (previously
vacated) to the north line of the Denver and Rio Grande Western Railroad
Company right of way.
