There have been several changes to the regulations regarding our training program that is offered to
our establishments. They lifted the mandatory 4 hours for the training. Now to cover all of the training mate-
o% rials we believe with our best estimate the classes should be right at 3 hours. We will still administer the pre go
test and post test. Attendees must receive a 70% or better score to receive a certificate on the post test. We
are also given the flexibility to hold classes specifically for off premise license holders (liquor stores
o |and convenience stores). This will shorten this class significantly (closer to two hours). Our train- n o
©o |ing officer will be working on this curriculum. We will continue to gauge the popularity of these e 0©
classes and try and introduce this before the end of the year....so keep watching our flyers. % t
