PARKING REQUIREMENTS

The portion of the building designated for office use (ap­
proximately 3412 sq. ft.) would require 11 parking spaces which are 
available directly adjacent to the building. 

The 990 sq. ft. meeting room could potentially hold up to 140 
people, requiring 47 parking spaces. St. Joseph's Church, owner of 
the building, also leases 27 spaces south of this building to the 
Post Office. It is assumed that large meetin~would most likely be 
held evenings and weekends when the 11 spaces adjacent to the 
building and the 27 spaces leased to the Post Office would be 
available. It is also assumed that meetings would not compete with 
St. Joseph's Church Services. Therefore, overflow parking could be 
accommodated in the large parking lot adjacent to St. Joseph's 
Church directly across White Avenue. 
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
