
EMERGENCY ORDINANCE NO. 1717

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 1715 TO ADDRESS THE MAXIMUM
AND NET EFFECTIVE INTEREST RATE ON BONDS FOR TRI-STATE TRACTOR
COMPANY AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF GRAND JUNCTION,
COLORADO:

1. That Ordinance No. 1715 be amended as follows:

Section 3 of said Ordinance is amended by the addition of the
following language, after the maturity schedule, to wit:

"The maximum net effective interest rate authorized for the
Project Bonds shall be 9.70 percent and the net effective interest
rate of the Project Bonds issue is 9.684 percent."

2. That a special emergency exists and this Ordinance is necessary
for the public peace, health and safety and shall become effective
upon its passage.
