The West 200 feet of the South Half of the South Half of the North
Half of the Southwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter of the
Southeast Quarter of Section 7, Township 1 South, Range 1 East of
the Ute Meridian, except the West 15 feet as described in document
recorded in Book 520 on Page 105, in the records of the Mesa
County Clerk and Recorder,

from RI1IC (Residential) to C-1 (Commercial - Light).
