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IFIRE PENSTON BOARD

A meceting of the Fire Pension Board was held on October 30, 1978

John Tasker distributed a memo to the Fire Pension Board which informed
the members that City Council had decided to take the "hardship route"
until such time as a formal state contribution rate has been established.
Changes 1n the City's contribution to supplcmental retirement for

fire and police pension participants have also been made by the Council
which were outlined in Mr. Tasker's memo.

Don Mazanec of A.S. Hanscen, Inc. explained theactuarial study which
had been compiled by his company and outlined the differences
between the assumptions and findings of the State auditor as compared
to those of A.S. Hansen.
