As requestad, a Gaotechnlcal Engineering Group, Inc. reprasenta.tive visited the site and 
observed the open foundation excavation on January 19 and 22, 2001 . Soils found in the excavation 
appeared to be consistent with those identified by the "Geotechnical Exploration for Garrett Estates in 
Grand Junctior1, Colatado" dated April 20, 2000, pfepared by western Colorado Testing, Inc. (their Job 
No. 205900). We observed the comp(eted excavation prior to fill placement and a proof roll. maae by a 
JD 500 baekhOe with a full bucket of a 12 inch depth 11ft of fill tha.t revealed no significant yielding on the 
area observed_ We believe the foundation soils are suitable to support a shallow foundation system with 
a maximum bearing pressure of 1,000 psf as described in the referef)ced report. We understand turned 
down slab foundations are proposed tor the residence and foundation plans have been reviewed bY Mesa 
County Building Departmont. In our opinion, turned down slab foundations designed and constructed to 
rneet or exceed Mesa County Minimum House Foundation Standards and the referenced report will be 
suitable for the residence. This opinion is based on observation of the completed excavation and proof 
roll of the proposed !ilab subgrade.
