Said SISTERS OF CHARITY OF LEAVENWORTH
HEALTH SERVICES CORPORATION is the owner of Lots 4 and 5 of
Mesa Park Center lying east of the area to be vacated, the
northerly extreme thereof.

As previously noted, the area in question has never
been cut through or used as a street and is not depended
upon by anyone for access for ingress and egress to property.
It is our understanding that your office has a "site plan"
of the property and, therefore, we do not enclose one here-
with although we do enclose a photo copy of a plat showing
the location of the area to be vacated.

The Villa de Oro Apartments and Olsen Park are
presently zoned R3 and Lot 5 of Mesa Park Center is presently
zoned R3.

It 1is believed there are no existing utilities
within the area to be vacated. There are no perimeter
street rights-of-way within the street area to be vacated.
