We have reviewed your request to install a modular office addition 
to your facility at 2724 Highway 50. Your zoning at that location 
is Highway Oriented (H.O.). All developments within a H.O. zone 
normally require approval through the Planning Commission and City 
Council. There is, however, a provision for minor changes which 
can receive approval through our office. It appears that the 
proposed addition can be processed under the minor change 
provision. 

In July of 1977 your facility, under the name of Valley Trash, 
received an H.O. approval for the present office on the east side 
of the shop. In reviewing the conditions of that approval, we 
have found a number of items which were not completed as agreed. 
These items will have to be completed as part of this approval. 
The items are: 

1. Natural vegetative screening of south yarq. 

2. Landscaping along east and west property lines to the 
south face of the structure. 

3. The proposed addition occupies space previously designated 
as visitor parking. A new visitor parking area will have 
to be designated. 

In order to process and approve this addition, we will require the 
following materials:
