Must have utility~ 
plan showing water line sizes in area, also 
proposed locations of new hydrants on a 
min. 8" line. Hydrant spacing is max. of 
300 I • 

What kind of trees and shrubs are they 
going to plant? 

Driveways must be at least 25 ft. from 
corner of streets intersection as per 
City standard. Power of attorney and 
appropriate additional right of way should 
be obtained for street improvements. Land­
scape "shrubs" at street corner must be 
kept below 30 inch height for sight condi­
tions. 

No comments. 

The site plan submitted for the development in a Highway--Oriented (HO) 
zone contains most of the necessary information but the following should 
still be addressed: 
1. More detailed landscaping and planting plan with phasing indicated 
2. Possible railing or fencing indicated around area where tanks are 

located. 
3. Note some type of screening between site to be developed and adjacent 

lots. 
4. A drive is shown northwest of tanks -· this should be eliminated. 

STAFF RECOMMENDATIONS 
Because of lack of information in the following areas, recommend tabling 
of item until the following information is obtained and reviewed by 
the proper agencies: 
1. Irrigation system. 
2. Utility plan showing water line sizes and proposed location of fire 

hydrants.
