In regards to your request, the City of Grand Junction would

accept your right-of-way as public as long as the right-of-way was -
built to City standards. The City Engineering Department has

those standards available for your review.

The City Engineering Department would inspect the dedication re-
quest prior to acceptance. If all concerns were met, the City
would then accept and maintain the right-of-way as a dedicated
public street.

You would have to request dedication of that portion you are
anticipating on utilizing, since the right-of-way in question
would be required and when accepted, would be recorded. I don't
foresee any problems with the intent as you have described.

I hope this letter clarifies the issues for you regarding public
right-of-way. Good luck - one more time.
