INTRODUCTION 

The Metropolitan Planning Organization, a combined effort between Mesa County and the City of 
Grand Junction, commissioned the Northwest Area Transportation Study to accomplish three 
goals: 

1. To investigate the implicatons of existing zoning and the land uses in Grand Junction 
Annexation Plan on future growth and development within the Northwest study area, 
shown in figure 1; 

2. To project the roadway improvements necessary to accommodate the existing zoning and 
the land uses proposed in the Grand Junction Annexation plan for the study area; 

3. To develop an alternate land use plan for the study area and project the roadway system 
necessary to best accommodate that plan. 

A community wide analysis of projected growth and an evaluation of the study area's potential to 
serve this growth in relation to other areas of the community were used to determine the 
appropriateness of existing zoning and the land uses proposed in the Grand Junction Annexation 
plan. 

The alternative land use plan was developed using projected market potentials and a detailed 
analysis of the assets of various segments of the study area in an effort to determine the highest and 
best use for each segment. 

A computer model of the study area's roadway system was created and used to determine the 
necessary roadway capacity for the existing zoning, the proposed land uses in the Grand Junction 
annexation plan, and the alternative land use plan presented in this report. 

The results are summarized in this report for use by the Grand Junction and Mesa County officials 
and staffs in their consideration of land use, zoning, roadway and capital improvement plans 
within the study area and elsewhere in the community.
