STAFF ANALYSIS: Section 5-10-3 B. of the Zoning and Development allows the keeping of 
large agricultural animals at a density of one animal per one-half acre; however, the keeping of 
mules is is not allowed unless the person has obtained a Conditional Use permit. Section 5-10-3 
B. also requires that the animal be fenced with fencing no closer than 100 feet from a principal 
residential structure. The petitioner is requesting approval of a Conditional Use permit to keep one 
mule on approximately 1.66 acres located at 270 Holly Lane. Although this parcel is surrounded 
by single family residences, the proposed keeping of one mule on the site is not an incompatible 
use. The parcel is of sufficient size to meet the fencing requirements and the use should not be 
detrimental to the surrounding neighborhood.
