-We continue to receive plats which use a generic dedicatory
statement which is not only inconsistent in terminology, but is
usually inappropriate for the easements presented on the plat. A
dedicatory statement must be unique to the plat on which it
appears. In order to help clarify what the City requires by way of
dedication -- the separation of easements, beneficiaries, and
purpose -- we submit the attached compilation of statements. The
list is not intended to be complete, nor is it likely that the
entire list would be used on a particular plat. The list is
provided only as a guide. Of the statements preceded by an
asterisk, use only those which pertain to the plat on which the
dedicatory language appears, modified as appropriate. All others
shall not be used. It is possible that other dedications may also
be required which are not presented in the list.- Where easements
are provided, the final note regarding easements shall be added.

Multiple labels shall be wused for easements having more
beneficiaries or uses than are provided by a single easement as
described in the list. For example, if a Drainage Easement and
Irrigation Easement coincide, then the easement shall be labeled as
Drainage and Irrigation Easement.
