Project Narrative

PROPERTY LOCATION

The parcel is located immediately north of the Mesa County facilities building, just west

of the intersection of White Ave. and 6 th. St. This lot lies in the northeast quarter of the
southwest quarter of Section 14, Township 1 South, Range 1 West, of the Ute Principle
Meridian.

EXISTING SITUATION

The existing situation is a somewhat informal, unrestricted parking lot with a gravel
surface and a steel framed shop building in the northwest corner.

THE PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT

The proposed development, upon removal of the shop building, is to create a 16 car
parking lot consisting of 11 angled spaces and 5 parallel spaces. Approximatly 320 s.f.
of shrub bed and paved with asphalt.

PUBLIC BENEFIT

This project is proposed to create convenient parking that meets the most recent City
zoning and development codes.
