EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: Resolution authorizing the issuance of a Revocable Permit to allow
for an existing fence in a portion of the Chipeta Avenue Right-of-Way.

STAFF ANALYSIS: Edsel Swanson and Donna Swanson are requesting a Revocable Permit to

allow an existing chain link fence to remain in a portion of the Right-of-Way of Chipeta Avenue.

Currently the fence causes no sight distance problems. There are vines growing on the fence that
will be required to be trimmed or removed if they ever cause a traffic hazard.

City Charter gives Council authority to allow private use of public property provided such use is
substantiated by resolution. The Revocable Permit essentially gives the adjacent landowners a
license to use the public property. The City may revoke the permit and require the landowner to
restore the property to its original condition by giving 30 days written notice.

1. Edsel Swanson and Donna Swanson, hereinafter referred to as "the Petitioners",
represent that they are the owners, as Joint Tenants, of that certain real property located at the
northeast corner of the intersection of North 17th Street and Chipeta Avenue, having an address
of 604 North 17th Street in the City of Grand Junction, said real property being described as
Lots 12 and 13 in Block 11 of Slocomb’s Addition to the City of Grand Junction, situate in the
NW 1/4 of Section 13, Township 1 South, Range 1 West of the Ute Meridian, City of Grand
Junction, County of Mesa, State of Colorado, and have requested that the City Council of the
City of Grand Junction issue a Revocable Permit to allow the encroachment of an existing chain
link fence within the following described public right-of-way for Chipeta Avenue:

Beginning at the Southeast Corner of Lot 13, Block 11 of Slocomb’s Addition to the City
of Grand Junction; thence West along the South boundary line of said Lot 13 a distance of
55.00 feet; thence South a distance of 1.00 feet; thence East a distance of 55.00 feet; thence
