Staff will discuss the proposed construction schedule for the extension of 28 %4 Road
from its endpoint near Village Park Drive north to Hawthorn Avenue.

Background, Analysis and Options:

This project was discussed by Council as the Grand Junction Housing Authority began
planning the Village Park Housing project in the area. Although the Village Park project
does not rely on the extension of 28 V2 Road for access, the extension does allow traffic
from surrounding neighborhoods to access the traffic signal at 28 74 Road and
Patterson. Staff will discuss the benefits of constructing the 28 V42 Road extension in the
fall of 2013 after the Matchett Park Master plan public process has occurred.
