In 2012, a new Police Station was opened on property one block over from the former
Police Station building. Work then began on remodeling the former Police Station at
625 Ute Avenue into the new Fire Administration Building. During the reconstruction,
the cornerstone placed in 1984 (see photo) was removed and the time capsule (casket)
placed by the Masons in 1984 was removed. The casket remained sealed during the
completion of the reconstruction and was replaced unopened with a new Fire
Department time capsule in the now Fire Administration building at the dedication
ceremony held on September 7, 2013. The City Clerk at that time, Stephanie Tuin, had
contacted the Masons and received from them a list of the contents of that 1984 time
capsule, the list of which is taped to the top of the casket. No instructions as to when
the casket should be opened were ever determined so the 2013 dedication committee
reinterred the casket for future generations to determine the appropriateness of opening
the casket.
