WHEREAS, continuing water education, awareness, and management are 

important steps in helping citizens understand and respond to 

the growing need for limited water supplies, the need to find 

ways to enhance those supplies, and to promote conservation to

th

 anniversary of the 

City’s filing for the Paramount Decree on Kannah Creek,  the 

100
th

 anniversary of the Gunnison Tunnel, the 90
th

 anniversary 

of the Colorado River Compact, the 75
th

 anniversary of the 

State’s creation of the Colorado Water Conservation Board and 

the Colorado River Water Conservation District, the 50
th

 

anniversary of Flaming Gorge Dam as part of the Upper 

Colorado Project, and the 10
th

 anniversary of the Colorado 

Foundation for Water Education; and 

 

WHEREAS, greater awareness of the importance of water and the issues 

surrounding its use, reuse, and protection can be achieved 

through community education, action, and celebration in 

observance thereof.
