WHEREAS,  as people throughout the world become more aware of the outstanding 

cultural and recreational resources available in Grand Junction, 

Colorado and the United States, travel and tourism will become an 

increasingly important aspect in the lives of our citizens; and 

 

WHEREAS,  given these laudable contributions to the economic, social, and cultural 

well being of the citizens of Grand Junction, Colorado it is fitting that we 

recognize the importance of travel and tourism.
